Foundation Subjects 
During science lessons, children will be looking at evolution and inheritance, as well as life 

cycles and life processes. Throughout these units, pupils will be developing their skills in 

scientific investigation. This term’s computing will involve recording and editing videos- building 

towards more fluid digital literacy. E-Safety will be taught throughout the year at the start 

of each unit to ensure that children are continually aware of its importance.

During the first weeks back, our focus will be on PSHE and the new RSE curriculum; topics 

covered include: mental health, respect, valuing diversity, relationships and friendship.  The 

children will be studying jazz in music and the weather and seasons in French.
